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Alternate : Plugs may be solvent cemented in for waterproofing and ease of installation.

1. For 2" Coupling Pipe drill a 2 3/4" cored hole.

2. Optional:  Install a bead of ProSet Caulk around the coupling flange to waterproof.

3. Insert pass through piping up through the sleeve coupling.

4. Install the proper size split ProSeal Plug around the pipe & drive into the sleeve coupling.

5. Completely fill the void, between the pipe & the sleeve and drive in from the top side.

7. Use Seal Ring in middle of Coupling Pipe to secure within masonry wall.

6. Use two ProSeal plugs for wall installation. - See Drg. No. A-1011-F & G.
